A 28/68 priority countries (41 per cent) made insufficient progress
In reducing child mortality

A 25/68 (38 per cent) no progress at all. In eleven countries
(Botswana, Cameroon, Central African Republic, Chad, Congo,
Equatorial Guinea, Kenya, Lesotho, South Africa, Swaziland,
Zambia adnd Zimbabwe) rates of under-five mortality rates have
increased

A Reliable figures for trends in mortality among newborns are not
avallable: this gap in epidemiological information should be
addressedurgently.
